Make the wire connections
1. Insert the black wire labeled AC-L into the hole on the back of 
 the dimmer marked AC-L and tighten the  screw terminal until the 
 wire is tightly held. 

2. Insert the wire labeled LOAD into the hole on the back of the
 dimmer marked YL/RD and tighten the  screw terminal until the   
wire is tightly held.

3. Insert the incoming NEUTRAL(white) wire labeled AC-N into the 
hold on the back of the dimmer marked AC-N. Insert the other 
NEUTRAL(white) wire into the other hold marked AC-N. Tighten the 
 screw terminal until the wires are tightly held. If you do not have 
 this wire, this Smart Dimmer switch is not compatible.

Install the “Smart Life”APP

Step D: Pair your dimmer
Long press the round ring in the middle for about 3s and release, the ring will flicker in blue color, 
showing that dimmer is under pairing. Add Device from APP to connect it to your cellphone. 
Once it is paired, round ring will stop flickering. 
Now you can start smart controls over the dimmer
